In addition to recording the legacies and stories of Malawian women, Voice Flame Writers - Malawi will be
focusing on three areas during 2008-09: building connections between women in Malawi and the U.S.,
heightening awareness of the impact of HIV/AIDS on the women and families in Malawi and
educating/training Malawian women.

Education/Training in Malawi

Plans are underway for a trip in August 2009
for a group of eight women from the U.S. to
go to Malawi to provide training in legacy
writing and preservation. The trip will include
a four-day writing and cultural retreat at Mua
Mission and a four-day service project at
Tukombo Village in Malawi.

Building Connections

To begin this, Voice Flame Writers - Malawi will be
sponsoring two essay contests. One will be for
female students, staff and alumni of John F. Kennedy
University and the other for women in Malawi. The
winner of the JFK University essay contest will partici-
pate in the August 2009 trip to Malawi. The winners
of the Malawian contest will win a college education
and will participate in the training to be conducted
during the August 2009 trip.

HIV/AIDS Photography and Video

During the August 2009 trip to Malawi, women who
have HIV/AIDS will be given the opportunity to
share their stories visually through photography and

video essays.
